The purpose of the Camp is to enrich and strengthen the hearts, minds and bodies of American teenagers.
B’idhni'Llah we will achieve this through education, spiritual training, reflection, and teamwork, both on site
and during hiking and other outdoor activities in the surrounding areas.

The Camp aims to bring the participants closer to Allah (SWT), foster ties of brotherhood and sisterhood,
and increase knowledge in matters of Islamic worship and behavior. The program includes lectures, dhikr
sessions, group reflections on the Qur’an and Hadith & individual introspection, inspirational readings, arts
and craft activities, and nature treks through pristine wilderness. The camp fee is $350 per participant
until May 21, and $450 thereafter. Refunds (minus $100/camper) will be issued only until May 21.
Registration fee covers the program, halal meals, lodging, all materials, and transportation to/from
Albuquerque airport. (See very important Travel Information below. Do not make travel arrangements until
you have read this information!) Accommodations at the camp are dormitory style. Brothers and sisters are
housed separately. This is a cooperative camp, i.e. participants will help with food set up & clean up, and
general cleanliness of the camp. Space is limited, so it is important that you register as soon as
possible. Confirmation will be sent to you upon receipt of payment.

The round-trip drive between the Albuquerque Airport and the Dar al Islam site in Abiquiu takes
about five hours. We cannot make special trips for late arrivals. Therefore, when booking your travel
arrangements, it is imperative that you arrange your flights around the Youth Camp shuttle time. We
will have vans to accommodate the arrivals and departures of campers. On opening day, (Sunday,
June 13) the last van will leave the airport at 4:00 pm. Campers will be met in the baggage claim area
of the airport by a host or hostess.

Arrival and Departure Times

Please keep in mind that the facilities in Abiquiu will be available for this program from
Sunday afternoon, June 13 till Saturday noon, June 19.

 If arriving by air we will transport campers between Albuquerque and Abiquiu, but we must receive

your registration by June 1, and your arrival time must fall within the time frame of our shuttle service.

(1) Arrive at the Albuquerque International Airport on Sunday, June 13 no later than 3:30 pm. This will
enable campers to catch the last van, which departs at 4:00 pm.

(2) You must book the camper’s departure flight out of Albuquerque on Saturday, June 19, after 10:00
am. We cannot get campers to the airport for a flight earlier than that.

(There are no streetlights
on these country roads, so it’s important that campers arrive during daylight hours.)
